No matter what the 

explanation, essentially addiction is an idol.  It seeks to control the person and take the place of 

God in his/her life.  Consider Romans 6:11-14 (NLT)    So you should consider yourselves dead to sin 

and able to live for the glory of God through Christ Jesus.   [12] Do not let sin control the way you live; do 

not give in to its lustful desires. [13] Do not let any part of your body become a tool of wickedness, to be 

used for sinning. Instead, give yourselves completely to God since you have been given new life. And use 

your whole body as a tool to do what is right for the glory of God. [14] Sin is no longer your master, for you 

are no longer subject to the law, which enslaves you to sin. Instead, you are free by God's grace.
